Esther Sutanto’s photographic practice investigates the 
human body as a site where material, movement, time, 
and consciousness converge. Drawing from the logic of 
lucid dreams—where awareness and surrender exist si-
multaneously—her work operates within a liminal space 
between reality and imagination, control and instinct.
